On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “Justice;” insert “creating new provisions;”.

On page 3, delete line 29 and insert:

“ SECTION 6. The Department of Justice may not enter into or renew a collective bar-

gaining agreement that permits job classification or evaluation of the performance of attor-

neys employed by the department on the basis of hours billed by the attorney. The

department may track billable hours only as required to obtain reimbursement from the

federal government or other sources.

“ SECTION 7. ORS 283.425 is repealed.

“ SECTION 8. (1) The amendments to ORS 180.140, 180.160, 180.170, 180.180 and 180.225 by

sections 1 to 5 of this 2021 Act and the repeal of ORS 283.425 by section 7 of this 2021 Act

become operative July 1, 2023.

“(2) The Department of Justice may take any action before the operative date specified

in subsection (1) of this section to enable the department to exercise, on and after the op-

erative date specified in subsection (1) of this section, all of the duties, functions and powers

conferred on the department by the amendments to ORS 180.140, 180.160, 180.170, 180.180 and

180.225 by sections 1 to 5 of this 2021 Act and the repeal of ORS 283.425 by section 7 of this

2021 Act.”.
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
