SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure.

Repeals sunset of predator damage control district program. [Changes requirements for petition
for formation of predator damage control district. Increases annual charges that landowners may
choose to incur for land located in predator damage control district. Amends provisions for determining
and charging county’s administrative costs. Authorizes county to directly bill landowners for annual
charges.]

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to predator damage control districts; repealing section 8, chapter 650, Oregon Laws 2015;

and prescribing an effective date.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 8, chapter 650, Oregon Laws 2015, is repealed.

SECTION 2. This 2021 Act takes effect on the 91st day after the date on which the 2021

regular session of the Eighty-first Legislative Assembly adjourns sine die.
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
