SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Establishes rule of proceeding of Senate and House of Representatives. Provides that members
and staff shall strive to comply with guidelines for avoiding passing between presiding officer and
member speaking during floor proceedings, but may not be required to kneel, crawl or bow when
walking within bar of Senate or House of Representatives.

CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

Be It Resolved by the Legislative Assembly of the State of Oregon:

(1) This resolution constitutes a rule of proceeding of the Senate and the House of Represen-

tatives of the Eighty-first Legislative Assembly.

(2) Members and staff shall strive to comply with guidelines for avoiding passing between the

presiding officer and the member speaking during the course of floor proceedings, but may not be

required to kneel, crawl or bow when walking within the bar of the Senate or the House of Repre-

sentatives.
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
