A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to use of force policies.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2021 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 181A.355 to

181A.670.

SECTION 2. A law enforcement unit shall have a policy on the use of force that complies

with rules adopted by the Board on Public Safety Standards and Training.
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
