Whereas Curt Benefiel was followed in death by Eva, his beloved wife of 66 years, and his
daughter Anita; and

Whereas Curt and Eva Benefiel are survived by their children, Annie, Kelly and Rex, as well
as numerous grandchildren, great-grandchildren, nieces and nephews; and
