PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO

SENATE BILL 847

On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, delete “prescribing an effective

date” and insert “declaring an emergency”.

On page 2, line 15, after “liquids” insert “that are not beverages or”.

Delete lines 25 through 27 and insert:

“(b) Options to create incentives for increasing redemption rates and re-

move or avoid private or public disincentives to increasing redemption rates,

should the redemption rate of a distributor cooperative fall below 80

percent.”.

In line 30, after “containers” insert “within one week after the consumer

returns beverage containers using a drop off service offered by the distribu-

tor cooperative”.

On page 3, delete lines 22 through 27 and insert:

“(16) The task force shall submit a report and recommendations for leg-

islation in the manner provided by ORS 192.245 to the interim committees

of the Legislative Assembly related to the environment no later than January

1, 2022.”.

Delete lines 42 and 43 and insert:

“SECTION 3. This 2021 Act being necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is

declared to exist, and this 2021 Act takes effect on its passage.”.
