PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO

SENATE BILL 705

On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “Board;” delete the rest of the

line and delete line 3 and insert “and declaring an emergency.”.

Delete lines 5 through 30 and delete pages 2 and 3 and insert:

“SECTION 1. (1) The Oregon Medical Board shall study the mem-

bership of the board. In conducting the study, the board shall consider:

“(a) The total number of members of the board;

“(b) The specific composition of the board, including the numbers

and type of professional members and the number of public members;

“(c) The term limits and term lengths of members;

“(d) The membership of the board compared to medical boards in

other states;

“(e) The membership of the board compared to other health pro-

fessional regulatory boards in this state; and

“(f) Available research regarding the best membership structure for

medical boards.

“(2) In conducting the study described in subsection (1) of this sec-

tion, the board shall seek input from medical professional associations

and other partner organizations in this state.

“(3) Not later than December 31, 2021, the board shall submit a re-

port, in the manner provided in ORS 192.245, detailing the findings of

the study described in subsection (1) of this section, to the interim
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committees of the Legislative Assembly related to health care. The

board may include in the report recommendations for legislation.

“SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2021 Act is repealed on January 1,

2022.

“SECTION 3. This 2021 Act being necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is

declared to exist, and this 2021 Act takes effect on its passage.”.
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
