“SECTION 80. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropri-

ation, there is appropriated to the Oregon Department of Administra-
tive Services, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2021, out of the
General Fund, the amount of $5,000,000, for distribution to Douglas
County for Archie Creek fire recreation destination repairs.

“SECTION 81. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropri-

ation, there is appropriated to the Oregon Department of Administra-
tive Services, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2021, out of the
General Fund, the amount of $5,000,000, for distribution to Jackson
County for the Bear Creek Greenway Restoration and Resiliency Pro-
gram.

“SECTION 82. Notwithstanding any other law limiting expenditures,

the amount of $3,000,000 is established for the biennium beginning July
1, 2021, as the maximum limit for payment of expenses from lottery
bond proceeds collected or received by the Oregon Department of Ad-
ministrative Services for distribution to Clackamas County for en-
hanced broadband.

“SECTION 83. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropri-

ation, there is appropriated to the Oregon Department of Administra-
tive Services, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2021, out of the
General Fund, the amount of $3,000,000, for distribution to the Eugene
Water and Electric Board for revegetation of private properties outside
the Department of Transportation right of way adjacent to the High-
way 126 corridor.
