are not limited:

“(3) Expenditures from the Self-Insured Employer Group Adjust-
ment Reserve;

“(4) Expenditures from the Consumer and Business Services Fund
for payment of contracted collection costs, including contracted pro-
cessing costs for the Combined Payroll Tax Reporting System and
workers’ compensation paying agent reimbursements as described in
ORS 656.307;

“(5) Expenditures from the Funeral and Cemetery Consumer Pro-
tection Trust Fund; and

“(6) Special payments to Oregon Health and Science University for
research on occupational illness and disease.

“SECTION 4. This 2021 Act being necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is
declared to exist, and this 2021 Act takes effect July 1, 2021.”.
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
