This principle
ensures that our legal system is fair, strengthens public trust in our legal institutions, and
promotes stable and prosperous communities. This law would support and serve the immigrant
community, students with DACA or DREAMers, families with limited economic resources;
mostly Hispanic immigrant families and agricultural workers with limited economic resources, to
be able to afford a lawyer to represent them in a fair and dignified trial.

We have many remote community members who exist and live in the corners of our beautiful
state of Oregon. They are people who have a hard time coming to Portland or Salem for legal
representation. We need more resources and legal support for them and those in rural areas like
Tillamook County, which is where there are many immigrant community members working on
the farms and sawmills of those areas.

We know in advance that attorneys are very expensive, and that with legal representation in an
immigration trial or court they are three times more likely to be successful in your favor. We also
know that immigrant families contribute a lot to the community and especially those who work
in industries that are key to the economy of this country. In addition, we have demonstrated
during that pandemic that we are essential and responsible workers and have always contributed
to our communities.

Therefore, we believe in a fair legal system and where everyone is treated with dignity. That is
why I am asking you to support this bill.
