Support transportation electrification and equitable, climate-smart transportation planning at the Department of Land Conservation
and Development (DLCD) and Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT).

Implement greenhouse gas reduction programs currently underway at the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), including the
Climate Protection Program and the Statewide Transportation Strategy.

Invest in environmental justice land use planning that ensures state climate work advances equity-driven solutions.

Advance natural climate solutions by improving soil health on Oregon’s agricultural lands, forest management practices, and water
quality.

Promote climate mitigation policies that provide public health co-benefits.

Commits to equitable outcomes and environmental justice by funding Diversity, Equity and Inclusion staff in a number of natural
resource agencies.
