Re: Support HB 2560A Remote Access Bill 

 
We strongly urge support of this bill to require local governments to continue to provide 
remote access to all public meetings beyond the COVID-19 temporary adjustment. Oregon is 
a large state with many large counties, and the requirement for physical presence at public 
meetings poses challenges to many who desire to participate in government decision making.
