Dear Chair Prozanski, Vice-Chair Thatcher and Members of the Committee,

The Metropolitan Mayors’ Consortium represents the mayors of twenty-
five cities in the Portland Metro Area, collectively home to over 1.7 million
Oregonians. The MMC writes to express its support for HB 3115.

Housing insecurity is a chronic issue in many MMC cities due to the high
cost of housing in the metro region. Homelessness was a mounting
problem for MMC cities before COVID-19, and the economic downturn
produced by the pandemic has further increased the number of
households vulnerable to homelessness. MMC cities are increasingly
seeing homelessness that represents a variety of populations, including
families and youth. The economic hardships of COVID-19 have also
disproportionately affected the low-income Oregonians and communities
of color who were already struggling to make ends meet.

The mayors of the MMC are united in their efforts in addressing the
homelessness crisis in our cities and throughout Oregon. Decriminalizing
homelessness has long been a top priority for the MMC, and we are
concerned about the over-policing of our homeless residents. For these
reasons, the MMC supports the steps taken by HB 3115 to align state
policy with the Martin v. Boise ruling that government cannot criminalize
certain conduct, such as lying, siting, or sleeping on the streets, that is
unavoidable because of homelessness.

HB 3115 provides a framework for cities to revisit their policies on
survival activities and public space management to ensure that those
policies reflect current case law. The MMC mayors agree that “objectively
reasonable” is different city to city, allowing our community and leaders to
craft ordinances that work best for our cities. As mayors, it is our
responsibility to ensure law enforcement officers are provided the
appropriate guidance to humanely and compassionately assist our
homeless population who has nowhere else to go but the streets. HB 3115
helps with that.

The MMC looks forward to continuing to work together with the Oregon
Legislature to address our state’s homelessness crisis. Thank you for your
leadership and your consideration of our testimony.
