Seemingly simple
procedures can take an adverse turn and require prompt and educated attention to mitigate long-term
complications or undo pain to the patient. | believe the knowledge to ascertain managing said
complications must be obtained in a doctoral-level dental school setting. | believe we need to maintain
the standard of care to our patients, but not provide a diluted alternative.
