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TESTIMONY IN OPPOSITION TO HB 2640

Oregon’s report is 
attached. Oregon received 1 A, 2 Cs and 2 Fs. 
 
Oregon receives an A grade for our Smokefree Air policy. Clean Indoor Air laws remain very 
popular with the public while protecting the public from secondhand smoke.  
 
There is no safe level of exposure to secondhand smoke. 
 
This legislation moves Oregon in the wrong direction in protecting our public health by 
once again, allowing smoking in establishments and allowing the consumption of alcohol. 
So, so, once again, Oregon will have bars allowing smoking. 
 
The American Lung Association urges you to maintain the integrity of Oregon’s Indoor 
Clean Air Act. This life-saving law works to protect us from the health risks of secondhand 
smoke.
