Oregonians participated at the national
level one way or the other, but at home Oregonians by a large measure stood up in
support of a shift to a health conscious approach to addiction and recovery services.

Over the last year, many of us have had to shift our way of doing business as we
responded to wildfires and the Pandemic and SB755 is perfectly timed to help us
continue with needed shifts to increase access to recovery services in our State. The
Pandemic has heightened the stress and determinants that already existed in historically
disadvantaged communities.

In Lane County alone during the last two months, there have been two substantial
clusters of overdose deaths.
