HOW ODOE ESTABLISHES STANDARDS

* ORS 469.261 provides ODOE with the authority to review standards and
administratively adopt new or updated efficiency standards

* |f the director adopts rules to update the minimum energy efficiency
standards specified in ORS 469.233 (Energy efficiency standards) or to
establish new minimum energy efficiency standards:

(A) The rules may not take effect until one year following their adoption by the
director; and

(B) The Governor shall cause to be introduced at the next Legislative Assembly a bill
to conform the statutory minimum energy efficiency standards to the minimum
energy efficiency standards adopted by the director by rule.
