Public Hearing

HB 4056 - Requires annual adjustment for inflation of amount to be retained, for distribution to
cities, counties and other entities from Oregon Marijuana Account, prior to transfer of remainder of

account balance to Drug Treatment and Recovery Services Fund.

HB 4026 - Directs Department of Education to award grants to wildfire-impacted school districts in
amounts to cover funding decreases resulting from decreases in district average daily membership, as

compared to 2019-2020 school year, that are caused by wildfires.

NOTE: Removed HB 4021 and HB 4115. Added HB 4056 and HB 4026.
