Public Hearing

SB 1502
Creates income or corporate excise tax credit allowed to small forestland owner that elects to
observe riparian timber harvest restriction applicable to large forestland owner, in lieu of using
harvest option available to small forestland owner.

SB 1519A
Grants property tax exemption for proportion of community solar project that is owned by
residential customers or leased by residential subscribers.

SB 1539
Establishes pilot program to provide funding to school districts for purposes of increasing access
to schools by homeless students and improving academic achievement of homeless students.

Work Session
SB 1559
Provides that personal property tax returns not required for floating homes unless new property or
new improvements have been added to property tax account since preceding assessment year.
