SB 1537
Modifies requirements for housing cost impact statement required for adoption of certain rules.

Work Session
SB 1536 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Limits restrictions on portable cooling devices in residences by landlords, homeowners
associations, condominium associations and local governments.
SB 1557 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Requires Housing and Community Services Department to administer affordable housing
preservation rental assistance pilot program for tenants of housing being withdrawn from
publicly supported housing.
