WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Directs the University of Oregon to conduct a study on the prevalence of child abuse in Oregon and submit a
report on the study no later than September 15, 2023. Appropriates $700,000 to the Higher Education
Coordinating Commission for costs directly related to the study.

ISSUES DISCUSSED:

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:
No amendment.

BACKGROUND:
The Oregon Child Abuse Prevalence Study (OCAPS) is a 167-question survey for students 16 years and older, which
measures social support, physical abuse, sexual abuse, emotional abuse, neglect, child exposure to intimate
partner violence (domestic violence), adverse childhood experiences (ACE), dating violence, weapons use and
exposure, and school and health outcomes. The UO Center for the Prevention of Abuse and Neglect (CPAN) spent
two years searching how other states and countries measure child abuse prevalence rates and then another year
in developing and implementing a pilot study (2019).

House Bill 4111 directs the University of Oregon to conduct a study on the prevalence of child abuse in Oregon
and submit a report on the study.
