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SUMMARY
Transfers Oregon Homeland Security Council to Oregon Department of Emergency Management.

Transfers Oregon Pre-Disaster Mitigation Fund to department.

Requires certain government officials and management employees to complete education on
incident command, National Incident Management System and emergency response.

Directs department to create, fill and utilize six positions in support of emergency notification system.

Directs certain public bodies to conduct periodic emergency response exercises.

Directs Oregon Homeland Security Council to establish program to ensure robust stock of
emergency supplies and equipment.

Directs Oregon Business Development Department to establish and administer Oregon Resiliency
Partnership Program. Limits civil liability in certain circumstances.

Modifies law relating to membership of Emergency Preparedness Advisory Council.

Authorizes Governor and Department of Transportation to issue and extend commercial driver
licenses in certain emergency circumstances.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.
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
