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SUMMARY
Requires Department of Transportation to establish pilot program to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions by means of replacing or substituting certain materials used in constructing or maintaining
state transportation system with other materials that enable greenhouse gas emission reductions, or
by means of other appropriate measures. Specifies required scope and content of pilot program.

Requires bids and proposals for designated demonstration projects within pilot program to include
environmental product declarations. Specifies exceptions.

Requires department to establish technical advisory committee and specifies matters on which
committee will advise department.

Requires department to report annually to Oregon Transportation Commission and interim
committee of Legislative Assembly related to transportation concerning implementation of pilot
program.

Sunsets December 31, 2030.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
