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SUMMARY
Creates process by which person convicted or found guilty except for insanity as result of
nonunanimous jury verdict may file petition for post-conviction relief within one year of effective date
of Act. Sunsets on January 1, 2025.

Authorizes district attorney to charge reasonable reimbursement fee for cost of providing copies of
discovery materials in criminal case.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
