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SUMMARY

Provides that enhanced penalty for failure to use vehicle traction tires or chains applies to motor
vehicles registered as commercial vehicles or registered as proportionally registered vehicles at time
of offense.

Repeals citation moratorium for traffic offenses related to documents and credentials that expired
during period beginning on March 1, 2020, and ending on December 31, 2020.

Amends formula governing transfer of moneys received from motor vehicle dealer privilege tax.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
