SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure.

Establishes position of Tribal Relations Liaison within Department of State Police.

Directs Board on Public Safety Standards and Training to [ensure] provide, no later than Oc-
tober 31, 2022, in report to appropriate interim committees of Legislative Assembly, opera-
tional plan for training police officers [and certified reserve officers are trained] to investigate and
report cases involving missing or murdered indigenous persons.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to policing issues involving indigenous persons; and prescribing an effective date.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2022 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 181A.010 to
181A.350.

SECTION 2. (1) There is established within the Department of State Police the position
of Tribal Relations Liaison.

(2) The liaison shall:

(a) Serve as the department contact person for all tribal governments and indigenous
persons within this state.

(b) Propose modifications to department policies and procedures of concern to tribal
governments and indigenous persons within this state.

(c¢) Perform such other duties the Superintendent of State Police deems necessary based
on suggestions from tribal governments and indigenous persons within this state.

SECTION 3. No later than October 31, 2022, the Board on Public Safety Standards and
Training shall provide, in a report to the appropriate interim committees of the Legislative
Assembly in the manner provided under ORS 192.245, an operational plan for the provision
of training for police officers concerning the investigation and reporting of cases involving
missing or murdered indigenous persons in this state. The plan must identify the method and
cost of delivery, and the anticipated number of training hours, of the training.

SECTION 4. Section 2 of this 2022 Act becomes operative on January 1, 2023.

SECTION 5. This 2022 Act takes effect on the 91st day after the date on which the 2022

regular session of the Eighty-first Legislative Assembly adjourns sine die.
