On page 1 of the printed bill, line 4, after “conviction” insert “against the state”.

Delete lines 26 through 30 and insert:

“(3) A person may file a petition for compensation under this section in the Circuit Court for

Marion County or in the circuit court for the county of conviction. The petitioner shall serve the

petition on the Attorney General, who shall represent the state in all proceedings on the petition.

The petitioner shall also mail a copy of the complaint to the District Attorney of the county of

conviction.”.

On page 2, delete lines 36 through 39 and insert:

“(b) Shall award to the petitioner reimbursement for all restitution, assessments, fees, court

costs and all other sums paid by the claimant as required by pretrial orders, incarceration, and the

judgment and sentence in any proceeding that gave rise to the conviction, reversal or vacation of

the conviction, or from retrial following reversal; and”.
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
