PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO

A-ENGROSSED HOUSE BILL 4074

On page 4 of the printed A-engrossed bill, after line 32, insert:

“SECTION 14. The Oregon Department of Administrative Services

shall provide financial support to a nonprofit organization that is ex-

empt from taxation under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue

Code and is dedicated to providing assistance to immigrants who are

excluded from federal and state safety net programs, in order to fa-

cilitate the organization’s capacity to provide services for workers who

are impacted by labor abuses related to the ongoing humanitarian

crises associated with unlawful marijuana cultivation and distribution

operations.

“SECTION 15. There is appropriated to the Oregon Department of

Administrative Services, for the biennium ending June 30, 2023, out

of the General Fund, the amount of $7,000,000, for distribution to

Oregon Worker Relief to carry out the provisions of section 14 of this

2022 Act.

“SECTION 16. (1) The Department of Justice shall provide grants

to community-based organizations that serve human trafficking vic-

tims and workers impacted by labor abuses in order to support the

community-based organizations’ efforts to provide additional programs

and services.

“(2) The department shall provide emergency financial assistance
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to the individuals described in subsection (1) of this section.

“SECTION 17. There is appropriated to the Department of Justice,

for the biennium ending June 30, 2023, out of the General Fund, the

amount of $2,000,000, for the purposes of paying the costs incurred by

the department, including costs related to department staffing and

training, in carrying out the provisions of section 16 of this 2022

Act.”.
