The Oregon Women’s Rights Coalition supports HB 4113 which would add bladder cancer and 

gynecological cancers to the rebuttable presumption of occupational disease for non-volunteer 

firefighters in Oregon.  

Oregon’s firefighters are currently covered for the rebuttable presumption of occupational 

disease for testicular and prostate cancer.  Females who are protecting Oregonians as 

professional firefighters do not have the same presumption for gynecological cancers. 

While female professional firefighters are less than 10% of all Oregon’s professional firefighters, 

they should have equal benefits to their fellow professional firefighters.  

Please support Oregon’s professional female firefighters by passing HB 4113.
