Debido a que muchos de ellos necesitan ganar mas dinero, tienen que trabajar mas tiempo,
dejandolos perderse de eventos con sus familias, reuniones en las escuelas de sus hijos, tiempo
en familia o citas médicas. Muchos de nuestros trabajadores agricolas se estan enfermando en los
campos trabajando duro y con un salario que no les ayudara para pagar esos gastos. Para mi, es
triste que los trabajadores primarios que nos brindan la comida de la canasta basica no sean
recompensados por su trabajo como se merecen.

Por eso, en nombre de todos los trabajadores agricolas, les pido su apoyo para cambiar este
problema. S¢€ que en su cargo es necesario evaluar el problema, pero también creo que es
importante tomar en cuenta que sus salarios ayudarian a los trabajadores a mejorar su situacion
familiar y compensarlos un poco por todo el trabajo pesado que hacen por nosotros.

Hello! Good morning,

Chair Holvey, Vice Chairs Bonham and Grayber, and Members of the House Business and Labor
Committee.

My name is Magali and I live in Washington County. [ am writing to you today because there is a
problem that concerns my community and me. The problem is that farm workers are not getting
compensated for their extra hours.

I have never worked in the fields; however, I have friends, acquaintances and relatives who do
and who worry me about their situation and that of their families. Many of them work from
Monday to Saturday, from morning to evening. Many in my community work, both as fathers
and as mothers, in the fields to give their children a better future, but unfortunately, their work
has not been paid as it should.

Many of them need to earn more money, they have to work longer, leaving them to miss out on
events with their families, meetings at their children's schools, family time or doctor's
appointments. Many of our farmworkers are getting sick in the fields working hard and earning
wages that won't help them pay those bills. For me, it is sad to know that the primary workers
who provide us with food are not rewarded for their work as they deserve.

So on behalf of all farmworkers, I ask for your support in changing this problem. I know that in
your position it is necessary to assess the problem, but I also think it is important to take into
account that correcting their right to earn paid overtime would help the workers to improve their

family situation and compensate them a little for all the heavy work they do for us.
