My name is Alma and I live in Tigard OR, | am a hard-working woman, believer, activist, and
volunteer with the Oregon community in various organizations. | am here with my petition in
support of the proposed Universal Legal Representation bill (SB 1543).

Since every person deserves to be represented in court and | am sure that with fair representation
a less traumatic process will be made for our brothers who are going through deportation. Living
in a pandemic, infections, separation of families, lack of work, mental health problems and going
through a deportation process without good legal advice can lead to deportations and unfair
separation of families.

If our brothers have access to a statewide number that can guide them with their legal services
process, it would be less stress for them, giving in to consideration everything that a deportation
process entails. The process would be much easier, more efficient, and faster since they would
connect with the program through calls in the center where they are located since this program
would be in the entire state of Oregon.

Lawyers would be prepared and supportive with legal services to the community, responding to
mass deportation emergencies, and immigration options for people seeking refuge. There will be
funds that can be used so that it is not a barrier or impediment to obtaining legal representation.
We know that many people fighting their case are deported because they do not have good legal
advice or representation, having many more reasons to remain in this country.

This program is made up of community organizations. Having a list of lawyers would be much
easier for people in deportation proceedings and not go through this stress after all that such a
process entail. There are people with DACA and TPS whose cases are strong to remain in this
country, but because they do not have legal representation they have been deported and separated
from their family and have had to start a life in a country they do not know.

Since 2018 Equity Corps of Oregon has supported people going through deportations
proceedings and it has been a success, but we need more support please. As a volunteer in
various immigrant organizations, | have seen a lot of pain and suffering in family separations or
DACA youth who have been wrongfully deported because they had strong grounds to remain in
this country, but because they did not have a lawyer they were deported.

We believe in a fair legal system where everyone regardless of color is treated with dignity and
respect, which is why I ask for your support for Universal Legal Representation. Thank you very
much for reading and we hope to have your support for SB 1543.
