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Establish efficiency requirements for common products in order to be 
sold, offered for sale, or installed in Oregon

Are complementary to building energy codes to address resource 
consumption in the built environment

Include a role for both State and Federal governments 

Contribute toward consumer utility cost savings and greenhouse gas 
reductions
