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I OPPOSE HB 4071. 

 

This bill modifies eligibility criteria for financial incentives to credentialed workforce 

that increase access to services that are peer- and community-driven and that 

provide culturally specific and culturally responsive services for people of color, tribal 

communities and person with lived behavioral health experiences.
