Chief amongst them are rescue
operations of humans, livestock and pets (if practical) and safety to Firefighters and
Police Officers.

Photographs, videos and or any other recording device that could transmit images of;
'human body parts' strewn all over the place, dead human bodies and their personal,
private information readily available for publication is contraindicated. [If you've ever
seen a burnt tree, you have seen them all.]

Once the situation is under control and the destructive scene is secured, bring in the
Reporters under the auspices and control of the Incident Commander.
