« Divisions (Division I, Il, Ill) split schools into categories based on size, number of sports
offered, competitiveness, and funding.

« Within each division, schools organize into conferences
« Historically geographic

« Typically, teams’ seasons consist of a few non-conference games followed mostly
by conference play

This presentation is focused on conferences within Division 1.
