Safety Resource Prosecutor in the Driving Under the Influence of Intoxicants program.

The Department of Justice has received supplemental federal grant funding from the
Oregon Department of Transportation to establish a second Traffic Safety Resource
Prosecutor. The position will serve as an additional technical resource to law
enforcement and local prosecutors on Driving Under the Influence of Intoxicants

prosecutions and trainings.
