stop spending billions on freeways. | want to ensure Oregon prioritizes investments in seismic resilience
for the 700 vulnerable bridges across the state before spending billions on the Rose Quarter Freeway
Expansion or any other freeway expansion, because a big earthquake is in our future, sooner than we
are currently ready for. Our climate must be at the very top of your priorities in 2025 and beyond and
you must ensure every transportation-related decision is made to guarantee positive impacts to our
environment.
