HB 3584 

Directs schools or school districts to provide electronic communication to parents and guardians 
of students attending, and to school district employees employed at, school at which safety threat 
action occurred.

HB 3236 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Authorizes expenditures from Statewide Education Initiatives Account for funding of regional 

career and technical education programs.

Expands criteria for awarding scholarships to diverse teacher candidates.
HB 2609 

Changes operative date from January 1, 2026, to effective date of Act, for law removing authority 
of Teacher Standards and Practices Commission from establishing and collecting fee from 
educator preparation provider based on number of license applications received by commission 
from provider or type of educator preparation programs offered by provider.

HB 3068 
Provides that high school student in grade 11 or 12 may be awarded high school diploma if 
student has received certificate for passing approved high school equivalency test such as General 
Educational Development (GED) test and meets other conditions.

SB 279 A
Enacts Interstate Teacher Mobility Compact.

3093, and HB 3094 were removed.
