HB 3390
Prohibits sale, offer for sale or trade of fur product in State of Oregon.

HB 3392
Allows removing authority to publish notice of intent to dispose of unclaimed property via
publicly viewable electronic method as alternative to newspaper.

HB 3513
Authorizes federal firearms licensee or other person to enter into firearm hold agreement with
firearm owner.
