Prohibits hotelkeeper or innkeeper from requiring qualified victim services program that 
facilitates reservation or rental of guest room in hotel or inn to disclose personal information of 
victim of domestic violence, sexual assault or stalking.

SB 597 

Directs certifying agencies to report annually to Oregon Criminal Justice Commission on victim 
helpfulness certification requests.

SB 787 
Expands crime of assault in the third degree to include assault of public transit vehicle operator 
acting in course of official duty.

Work Session
SB 310 

Increases amount of civil penalty Attorney General may obtain for violation of antitrust statutes 
from $250,000 to $1 million.

SB 311 
Modifies damages and penalties awarded for action for false claims.
