SB 123 

Requires Department of Environmental Quality to study recyclability claims.
SB 678 

Establishes state policy that benefits from offshore wind energy development go to local and 
regional communities, ecosystems and environments and economies and that interconnection of 
offshore energy projects be carried out in manner that promotes electric grid reliability and 
resilience.

Work Session
SB 542 

Requires original equipment manufacturer to make available to owner of consumer electronic 
equipment or independent repair provider on fair and reasonable terms any documentation, tool, 
part or other device or implement that original equipment manufacturer makes available to 
authorized repair provider for purpose of diagnosing, maintaining or repairing consumer 
electronic equipment.

SB 582 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Requires state agency that authorizes or funds, in whole or in part, installation of electric vehicle 

charging system located on customer’s side of meter to require installing contractor or 
contractors to hold all legally required licenses and one or more electricians who hold Electric 
Vehicle Infrastructure Training Program certification to supervise or participate in installation.
