SB 463 

Prohibits health benefit plans from imposing prior authorization or other utilization review 
requirements on coverage of proton beam therapy that do not apply to coverage of radiation 
therapy.

SB 490 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Directs Oregon Medical Board to support alliance program for family medicine residency training 

programs in this state.
SB 796 

Establishes Oregon Memory Net program to provide opportunity for primary care providers to 
refer for memory assessment at neurologic clinic patients showing signs of cognitive decline or 
impairment but who have not been diagnosed with Alzheimer’s disease or other forms of 
dementia.

SB 970 

Revises definitions related to pharmacy for consistency with applicable federal law.
SB 565 

Requires insurer, pharmacy benefit manager, Public Employees’ Benefit Board, Oregon 
Educators Benefit Board and health care service contractor to count payments made by or on 
behalf of enrollee for costs of certain prescription drugs when calculating enrollee’s contribution 
to out-of-pocket maximum, deductible, copayment, coinsurance or other cost-sharing for drugs.

SB 558 
Exempts from regulation by Advisory Council on Hearing Aids and Health Licensing Office 
over-the-counter hearing aid.

SB 972 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Requires Oregon Health Authority to transition from healthcare.gov to state-based marketplace 

by November 1, 2026.
