Requires Oregon Health Policy Board to produce and provide to interim committees of
Legislative Assembly related to health by December 31, 2024, comprehensive report regarding
success in achieving aims of Oregon Integrated and Coordinated Health Care Delivery System.
SB 608
Prohibits insurers offering policies or certificates of health insurance and pharmacy benefit
managers from requiring claim for reimbursement of prescription drug to include modifier or
other indicator that drug is 340B drug.
