Requires Department of Corrections to establish doula program for pregnant and postpartum 
adults in custody at Coffee Creek Correctional Facility.

HB 2584 A
Specifies physician assistant scope of practice and duties of care when practicing medicine.

HB 2600 
Requires Governor, in appointing members to Oregon State Board of Nursing, to balance 
diversity of setting in which nurse or certified nursing assistant members provide care.
