SB 807
Provides procedure whereby elected judge may challenge attorney, law firm, district attorney’s
office or public defender’s office that files motions to disqualify judge with such frequency as to
effectively deny judge assignment to criminal or juvenile delinquency docket.

SB 862
Permits owner of self-service storage facility to advertise or publish notice of sale of personal
property that is subject to lien once in newspaper of general circulation or on publicly accessible
website that regularly advertises or offers personal property for auction or sale.

SB 867
Provides that witness is unavailable for purposes of hearsay rules if witness is absent from
hearing and proponent of statement has established that party against whom statement is offered
engaged in certain conduct that caused witness to be unavailable.

Work Session
SB 787
Expands crime of assault in the third degree to include assault of public transit vehicle operator
acting in course of official duty.
