Extends provision relating to indemnification provisions in construction agreements to all types
of damages.

Permits person who is 20 years of age or older at time of resentencing for crime committed when
person was under 18 years of age to continue temporary assignment to youth correction facility if
person was temporarily assigned to youth correction facility following original sentence.

SB 903
Directs Oregon Youth Authority to maintain certain demographic data.

Allows public member of board of governors of Oregon State Bar to be elected as president or
president-elect of board.
