SB 219 

Modifies timing of progress report superintendent of state mental hospital or director of facility to 
which defendant is committed must send court concerning defendant’s fitness to proceed.

SB 319 
Provides that person who contracts with public body to provide services for purposes of 
community restoration or to restore fitness to proceed is state officer, employee or agent for 
purposes of indemnification under Oregon Tort Claims Act under certain circumstances.

SB 615 
Modifies crime of organizing speed racing event.

Work Session
SB 536 

Establishes best interest standard for recommendations or sales of annuities to prospective 
purchasers.

SB 568 
Provides that court is not required to hold hearing on petition to vacate defendant’s requirement 
to install and use ignition interlock device while participating in diversion program.

SB 579 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Allows persons convicted of felony to register to vote, update voter registration and vote in 

elections while incarcerated.
SB 862 

Permits owner of self-service storage facility to advertise or publish notice of sale of personal 
property that is subject to lien once in newspaper of general circulation or on publicly accessible 
website that regularly advertises or offers personal property for auction or sale.
