Public Hearing and Possible Work Session
SB 194 

Makes permanent provision excluding certain employees of Oregon State Police from meaning of 
supervisory employee for purposes of public employment.

SB 304 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Establishes Task Force on Occupational Licensing.

SB 403 
Allows person who retires from Department of State Police as police officer to participate in 
group benefit plan offered by Public Employees’ Benefit Board with no increase in premiums.

Public Hearing
SB 128 

Provides that, for purposes of determining salary of certain member of Public Employees 
Retirement System, housing allowance paid to prison chaplain shall be treated as includable in 
member’s taxable income under Oregon law.

SB 418 
Requires subject employers to adopt policy allowing subject workers paid time off during shift to 
receive medical services related to worker’s compensable injury or occupational disease.

SB 692 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Directs Department of Human Services to develop or acquire and maintain information system for 

tracking investigations related to allegations of workplace discrimination and harassment.
