SB 222

SB 57

SB 899 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Appropriates moneys to Invasive Species Council, out of General Fund, for certain purposes.

Public Hearing

SB 161
Requires Department of State Lands to study matters relating to management of Elliott State
Forest.

SB 830
Directs State Department of Fish and Wildlife to include relocation of beavers from western
Oregon to central and eastern Oregon in program for voluntarily relocating beavers.

SB 750
Provides that small forestland owner that planted trees under reforestation requirements may
harvest trees.

SB 872
Instructs State Forestry Department to endeavor to partner with federal agencies to undertake
certain activities in federal forests related to fire prevention and request that federal agencies fund
activities.
