Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Oregon Department of Administrative Services for
distribution to Umpqua Fishery Enhancement Derby to conduct fish habitat restoration projects
at specified locations.

SB 872

Instructs State Forestry Department to endeavor to partner with federal agencies to undertake

certain activities in federal forests related to fire prevention and request that federal agencies fund

activities.

SB 70
Amends definition of high-value farmlands for residential rezoning of lands within Eastern
Oregon Border Economic Development Region.
